Risher, Air Traffic Control Tower Chief, Eastonrport — Mr. Henry thanked the Council, the Town of
Easton, and all other organizations and indivisidiat their support and efforts to keep the Ea§tontract
Air Traffic Control Tower open. Mr. Henry statétht, in his opinion, the scheduled closure ofdine
traffic control tower at Easton Airport on April22013, will present safety concerns.

Mr. Hendyiaed that the FAA will consider requests for an
extension of the transition to closure for uptieee weeks and that he will be making such a requés
stated that his office has been in discussions Mit-West Air Traffic Control, which provides airaffic
control services at Easton Airport, to insure @pss by which the tower can be funded to remadmop
should the FAA close the tower as scheduled. H@nry advised that he will be meeting with Maryland
Aviation Administration officials in the near futito discuss various scenarios for keeping thetapen.
