Prior to the public hearing on Resolution No. 1Zbunty Engineer Ray Clarke stated that the purpbse
Resolution No. 175 is to clarify the November 188&Solution which allows those properties with fali
septic systems, and which abut the Unionville, $uMills, Copperville force main, to tie into therée
main. The owner of Carroll's Market on Rt. 33 ffiked an application (Resolution No. 172) requegtin
that the County amend its Comprehensive Water ame6Plan to reclassify the property from
“unprogrammed” to “S-1" so that the property ig#lie for sewer service from the Region Il Wastewat
Treatment Plant, and authorizing sewer service ftmerproperty to the Region Il Plant. Mr. Clarkated
that Council had requested that members of thei®®whirks Advisory Board and the Planning
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Commission draft a sewer service policy establigluiriteria for connection to the Unionville, Tumitlls,
Copperville force main. He stated that at its nmgedn October 6, 2010, the Planning Commission had
found Resolution No. 175 to be consistent with@oeinty's Comprehensive Plan by a vote of 4 — 1, but
recommended inclusion of the Royal Oak, NewcombReitevue force main in the draft sewer service
policy. The Planning Commission also found ResotulNo. 172 consistent with the County’s
Comprehensive Plan by a vote of 4 — 1. Mr. Cladkased that the Public Works Advisory Board haaals
voted in favor of Resolution No. 175 and Resolutin 172 by votes of 4 — 1; however, it is the Bbgr
recommendation that should Resolution No. 175 tlad,sewer service policy should revert to the
November 1993 policy. Council discussion ensued.

Easton Airport Sewer Improvements — County Engitagy Clarke advised that
improvements to the Easton Airport sewer systemldvoomprise construction of a new
gravity sewer line to replace an existing pumpiatata 100% loan from the United States
Department of Agriculture (USDA) — Rural Developrhanthe sum of $155,000 would
finance the project which would be repaid by thepait at an interest rate of/4% for 40
years;

Martingham Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvemextesy Pump Station and Force
Main — Mr. Clarke stated that funding for improventsgeto the Martingham Wastewater
Treatment Plant would include a pump station to puaw sewage from the Martingham
Plant to the Region Il Wastewater Treatment Plar8ti Michaels via a new force main on
Deep Water Point Road; said improvements are pateil to cost approximately $4.5
million in grants and loans from USDA — Rural Dey@hhent; said monies to be repaid by
the residents of Martingham through their own gurise fund at a rate of 2% to 2.5% for
40 years. Mr. Clarke advised that the County’s @@hensive Plan will need to be
updated to indicate that treated effluent fromNtetingham Plant will be going to the
Region Il Plant on a permanent basis; at the ptaiaa only a temporary force main
exists;

Bio-Solids Utilization Facility Treatment Improvemts — Mr. Clarke advised the Council
that proposed improvements at the County’s Biod3dlitilization Facility are anticipated
to cost approximately $5 million in grants and leamd would provide for additional 24-
hour holding tanks at the septage facility as asglthe construction of a new grease
receiving and treatment facility. He stated tHaB3million of the funding would be in
loans at the rate of 2 to 2.5 % for 40 years wéiild $unding re-paying debt owed to the
sanitary district for purchase of the facility ifse

St. Michaels Sewer Collection System Improvements@race Street Pump Station
Upgrade — Mr. Clarke stated that the Public Workp&tment is applying for
approximately $5.5 million in funding for sewer lgation system rehabilitation and
improvements in the town of St. Michaels as welhasipgrade to the Grace Street pump
station, also in the town of St. Michaels; said pwstation upgrade will help to alleviate
capacity issues related to the backwashing of tvenis arsenic facility. Mr. Clarke
advised that the $5.5 in funding in anticipatethécapproximately 75% grants and 25%
loans.
